POPULATION

The average estimated population of Serbia in 2009
amounts to  7320807. The rate of population growth in relation to
the previous year was negative and amounted to -4.0 per 1.000 in-
habitants.

According to vital statistics, the rate of natural increase
was -4.6 per 1.000 inhabitants (rate of live births 9.6 and the mortal-
ity rate 14.2).

Starting from 1999 the Statistical Office of the Republic of
Serbia has not at disposal and may not provide available certain
data relative to AP Kosovo and Metohia and therefore these data
are not included in the coverage for the Republic of Serbia (total).

Also, all relevant indicators on population, as well as popu-
lation’s estimates are calculated on the basis of data shown in that
way.

In the period from 2002 until 2009 the population de-
creased by 179 thousand, the average annual growth rate was -3.5
per 1.000 inhabitants. In the same specified period, the proportion of
the population younger than 15 years and older than 65 years in the
total population ranged: the percentage of young people (0-14) fell
from 16.1% in 2002 to 15.2% in 2009, while the population aged 65
and over increased from 16.6% (2002) to 17.1% (2009). Working
contingent of population (15-64) slightly increased, from 67.3%
(2002) to 67.7% (2009).

The average age of the Serbian population increased from
40.2 years (2002) to 41.2 (2009).

The average life expectancy of male and female population
in Serbia has extended in the last seven years by 1.4 year (from
69.7 years to 71.1 years for males and from 75.0 to 76.4 years for
women).

In the same period (2002-2009), the rate of live births de-
creased from 10.4 to 9.6 live births (per 1.000 inhabitants). The
share of women in the fertile period in the total population de-
creased from 24.1% to 23.1% or 7 index points in the period 2002-
2009.

Mortality rate rose from 13.7 to 14.2 deaths per 1.000 in-
habitants. The leading causes of death are still circulatory diseases
and neoplasm at men as well as at women.

Infant mortality was significantly reduced from 10.1 to 7.0
infant deaths per 1.000 live births.

Total fertility rate (number of live births per woman) is be-
low the threshold of simple reproduction (in Vojvodina since 1970,
and in Central Serbia since 1980), and for the last ten years it has
decreased from 1.6 to 1.4 children per woman.

Depopulation tendencies of the population with negative
growth and negative natural increase in Vojvodina were recorded at
the beginning of the 1980s, and in central Serbia in the early 1990s.

The main feature of the projected movement of population
in Serbia 2002-2032 is developing process of depopulation. Namely,
according to each of the five variant projections, the population of
Serbia in 2032 would be lower than in 2002, and Serbia would be a
typical region of negative natural increase. Population would get
older demographically, so that in thirty years, the proportion of per-
sons older than 65 would increase from 17% to 22%. At the end of
the projection period almost every fourth resident would be older
than 65 years, and the rate of demographic dependency of older
people during the projection period would increase from 25% to
33%.

Statistics of marriages in 2009 recorded a decrease in the
number of concluded marriages by 3.7% compared to 2008, from
38,285 in 2008 to 36 853 marriages registered in 2009. The average
age while entering into marriage is the same as in the previous year
and amounts to 33 years for men and 29 years for women.

The number of divorces shows increase in 2009, from
8502 in 2008 to 8505 divorced marriages in 2009. The average age
at divorce for men is 42 years and for women 38 years.

In the Republic of Serbia number of marriage is in a slight
decline, as in 2009 five marriages were concluded per 1.000 inhabi-
tants, which is less than the number of marriages in 2002 when six
marriages were concluded per 1.000 inhabitants. The number of di-
vorces per 1,000 inhabitants in 2009 is unchanged in relation to
2002 and is 1 divorced marriage per 1000 inhabitants.

Sources and methods of data collection

Population and households’ data for 1921, 1931, 1948,
1953, 1961, 1971, 1981, 1991 and 2002 have been collected
through the censuses carried out in respective years.

Births, deaths and marriages data have been collected and
submitted by registrars, and data on divorces by courts of justice.

Coverage

According to the results of the population census data
analysis and results of the Vital statistics data control carried out by
sampling method at the end of 1955, and in the period 1967-1970,
almost full coverage for all vital events has been achieved.

Birth statistics includes live births and stillbirths. Mortality
statistics includes all death occurrences.

The marriage statistics includes all legal marriages, i.e.
marriages entered into the marriages' register. The divorce statistics
includes marriages divorced by court order from a competent court.

According to the regulations on keeping registers, all births,
deaths and marriages are compulsory recorded in registers of a ter-
ritory on which they have occurred, regardless of whether respective
persons are residents or not of that territory. The data are reclassi-
fied in the course of processing, so the results show the permanent
residence place (the newborn child's mother, the dead person, the
bridegroom and in the case of divorced marriages, according to the
last joint residence place), what corresponds to the so-called “per-
manent residency” concept applied in population censuses.

Definitions

Population. In all seven post-war censuses the population
was enumerated and the results are shown by the principle of the
“permanent residency”. It means that every inhabitant had to be
enumerated in the permanent residence place, even when at the
time of the census he/she was absent from that place due to any
reason (travel, education, work abroad, compulsory service in the
army, medical treatment, penal servitude, imprisonment, efc.). For
absent persons, data were given by household members. Accord-
ingly, data on every person were included in the census results for
the settlement where a person was domiciled, regardless of whether
this person was in that or some other settlement at the census time.

Compared to other post-war censuses, the 1981, 1991 and
2002 censuses were specific, because workers and other economi-
cally active persons working outside the place of permanent resi-
dence were treated in a different way. In the methodologies for
1948, 1953, 1961 and 1971 censuses, workers, as well as other
economically active persons (for example, craftsmen in their own
shops) working outside the place of their families’ residence (house-
holds), and who lived separately from their families, were enumer-
ated as resident population at their work place. In the 1981 and
1991 censuses those workers were enumerated in the place where
their families (households) resided regardless of whether they re-
turned every day to their families’ permanent residence place
(households) or not.

Household is every family or other people community,
whose members live together and share their living expenses
(house, food etc).

Households were also considered to be houses where
people were living alone (single-person household) i.e. persons in-
dependently spending their income (regardless of the source) for
most pressing living needs.

The census results (total number of households), with ex-
ception of the 1981,1991 and 2002 censuses, are covering also the
so-called collective households i.e. communities composed of per-
sons living in institutions for lasting children and adults accommoda-
tion and care, in monasteries, in hospitals for incurable diseases,
etc. However, applied definitions in post-war censuses do not differ
to such an extent that could influence the data comparability on
households.

Age. In census table results and in Vital statistics tables
the population is grouped by age according to the age reached at
the moment of census. Each age group covers the age included in
its entirety. So, e.g. the group 0-4 years covers children from the
moment of birth until they turn 4.

Ethnic affiliation. The data on ethnic affiliation are obtained
on the basis of free declaration by population or parents (guardians)
in the case where children are under age of 15. Free statement is
guaranteed to the citizens by the Constitution, as well as possibility
of non- statement of their national or ethnic affiliation.

Educational attainment. Educational attainment means the
highest school completed regardless of whether education was at-
tained through completing a regular school or school which replaces
regular one, passing exams in regular school or finishing some

course for regular school. Data are presented only for population
aged 15 and over, i.e. pre-school and primary school children are
excluded. With exception of primary education, completing one or
more grades or completing secondary, high or higher education, if
that simultaneously does not mean also the completion of a respec-
tive education level, was not included. For example, the secondary
schools pupils, as well as other persons who completed one or more
secondary school grades, but not all grades, are shown in the group
of persons with primary education. The students of high, higher
schools and faculties are included in the group of persons with com-
pleted secondary or high education.

Data on educational attainment are published according to
the following groups:

— The group Without educational attainment covers popu-
lation who did not attend primary school and persons
who left school before completing the first grade of pri-
mary school.

— The group 1 to 3 grades of primary school includes per-
sons who finished only the first, second or third grade of
primary school.

— The group 4 to 7 grades of primary school includes per-
sons who do not have completed primary (eight-year)
school but who completed from 4 to 7 grades of primary
school.

— The group Primary education includes persons who
completed primary (eight-year) school or a school of the
same rank.

— The group Secondary education includes persons who
completed secondary vocational schools, high school,
or schools for specialization after secondary education.

— The group High education includes persons who com-
pleted polytechnic or university studies of the first level.

— The group Higher education includes persons who
completed faculty, academy of arts, etc.

Literacy. Post-war censuses data on population’s literacy
relate only to population aged 10 years and over. Literate population
covers every person who can read and write a text dealing with eve-
ryday life regardless of the language. All other persons, including
also those who can only read, are considered as illiterate.

Activity. In population censuses, as well as in vital statis-
tics, population is divided into economically active persons, persons
with their own income and dependants.

Economically active population are persons aged 15 and
over performing their occupation, unemployed persons seeking job
and persons who temporarily stopped performing their occupation
because of army service (active persons who do not practice occu-
pation). Occupation considers performing certain jobs for living.

The group of persons with their own income consists of
population who do not belong to the economically active persons'
group, but having means of subsistence from regular income such
as: pension (old-age, disability or widow and orphan), estate income
(renting of dwelling, house, land, shop etc.), or other personal in-
come (disability, social relief, alimentation, scholarship etc.).

Dependants are all persons without their own means of
subsistence or having insignificant means and are supported mostly
by parents, spouse, cousin or other persons including legal entities.

Agricultural population. In the 1953, 1961 and 1971 cen-
suses agricultural population covered economically active persons,
who practiced an occupation in the following activities: Agriculture,
Fishing and Water works supply, as well as all persons supported by
economically active persons. Accordingly, the criterion for inclusion
of economically active persons in agricultural population was the oc-
cupation performance in stated services, irrespectively of occupa-
tion’s nature itself.

In the 1981 and 1991 censuses, as well as in the 1948
census, the occupation’s character of economically active persons
was the basic criterion for agricultural population’s grouping. Accord-
ing to the 1981 and 1991 censuses’ methodology, agricultural popu-
lation consists of resident population, whose occupation can be
grouped into the following kinds of occupations: "farmers" and "fish-
ermen and hunters" according to the Occupations’ Classification
applied in mentioned censuses, as well as all persons supported by
them. In 2002 census all persons performing the following occupa-
tions were included: workers in Agriculture, Fishing and Forestry
(producers for market), farmers (producers for own needs) or physi-
cal workers in Agriculture, Fishing and similar, according to the In-
ternational Standard Classification of Occupations (ISCO-88), as
well as all persons supported by them.

A live born is considered a child who showed any life signs
after birth (such as: breathing and and/or heart beating) even during
the briefest time period, regardless of mother's pregnancy duration.

A stillborn is considered a child born or removed from
mother's body showing no life signs, provided that pregnancy lasted
at least 28 weeks.

Birth medical attendance means that birth was performed
by a physician or a graduated midwife assistance.

All previously live born children (legitimate and illegitimate),
are taken into consideration when determining the birth order of live
born.

Causes of death. Data on causes of death have been ob-
tained from Death certificate. The causes of death have been classi-
fied according to the International Classification of Diseases, Injuries
and Causes of Death, X revision, 1997 edition.

Index of ageing of population by sex is a significant indica-
tor which value points out the demographic process of population
ageing: Index of ageing which value does not exceed 20 index
points shows that population is extremely young, and over 40 index
points that population is old. It is estimated on the basis of relation of
number of inhabitants by sex 60 years aged and over and appropri-
ate number of inhabitants from 0 to 19 years aged.

Results of the 1991 and 2002 Census

The Census conduction has a very long tradition in our re-
gion, which can be viewed from back in 1834 when on the territory
of the former Serbia the first Census was conducted in the modern
sense of the term.

In the period after the Second World War in Serbia eight
censuses were conducted and each subsequent census exceeded
with the complexity of its content the prior ones. In addition to the
basic questions:” How many of us are there?”, the census also
provided the answer to the question: “Who are we?’; in the relations
of age, gender, education, activities, occupation, household struc-
ture and other characteristics, as well as the answer to the question:
“Where and how do we live?” in light of the information on the type
of dwellings and home basic equipment installations. The answers
to these questions provide the numerical frame of the population,
which is the basis of the efficient planning, development of eco-
nomic, social, population, agricultural and other policies, but also the
administrative activities and scientific research.

With an average population density of 98 inhabitants in the
Central Serbia and 95 inhabitants in Vojvodina, we can say that
Serbia is a densely populated country in relation to the global aver-
age density (42 inhabitants per square kilometer).

In 2002 Serbia presented with 56% of the urban population
poorly urbanized European area. Number of inhabitants in cities in-
creased only by 1.8% in relation to the 1991. Observing our cities by
the number of inhabitants, we note that in the inter-census period in
terms of population, cities, whose size ranges from one thousand to
ten thousand inhabitants grow fastest. On the other hand, there was
a decrease in the absolute number of inhabitants of our single city
with more than a million inhabitants - Belgrade.

The population of Serbia becomes older and older. The
average age of the population of Serbia according to the census
2002 was 40.2 years, as Serbia ranks among countries in deep
demographic old age, not only in Europe but also in the world.
Masculinity rate was reduced compared to the 1991 (from 958.7 to
946.5), which means that the share of female population in the total
population is growing. The main feature of the age - sex structure of
population in Serbia today is the numerical dominance of the young
male population in young population and the predominance of wo-
men in middle-aged and older population.

In the last inter-census period the share of Serbs is slowly
growing (from 80,0% in 1991 to 82.9% in 2002.) In addition to
members of Serbian nationality participation of Roma and Valachian
nationality also increased. At members of other ethnic communities
negative growth rates were recorded. The oldest of all nationalities,
according to the Census 2002, were Slovenes and Germans, with

an average age of 54.9 and 52.1 year. Also, as demographically
very old, we can mention the inhabitants of the Bulgarian, Valachian
and Croatian nationality with an average age of 48 years. On the
other hand, the youngest demographic nationality were the Roma
people, with an average age of 27.5 years, and from the smaller
ethnic groups, Goranci, with an average age of 32 years.

In relation to the 1991 share of active working population in
total in 2002 decreased by 2.7% (for the male population by 3.5%,
for women by 1.7%). Reduced general rates of activity of the male
population were primarily caused by reduction of activity in the older
generation, and reduction of the share of agricultural population
(from 17.2 10 10.9).

The category economically inactive population consists of
persons with personal income and dependent persons. Per 100
economically active persons in 2002 there were 120 economically
inactive. Almost every fifth resident of Serbia had some form of per-
sonal income (pensions, income from assets, social welfare, efc..),
while more than one-third of the total population belonged to the
category of dependents.

According to the latest census results, agricultural popula-
tion made only 10.9% of the total population. In relation to 1991 the
absolute number of agricultural population was reduced by 37%.

Results of the Census 2002 show continued tendency of
reduction of the total illiterate population’s share, from 6.3% in 1991
to 3.4% in 2002. Furthermore, illiteracy is higher in female popula-
tion (1.1% of illiterate men and 5.7% of illiterate women).

Even 41.1% of Serbian population older than 15 years, ac-
cording to the census 2002, had the highest completed secondary
school while only every ninth inhabitant had high or higher educa-
tion. The educational level of women in our country is lower than in
men - among those who completed secondary education or high
and higher education men are more numerous for a fifth.

The number of households in the Republic has a tendency
of growth, but only taking into account that in relation to the 1991 the
number of urban households in 2002 grew faster than the number of
households living in the so-called “other areas”; (increase index of
109.3 respectively 102.9). The main demographic characteristic of
households in Serbia is fragmentation, which clearly indicates the
fact that at the time of the last census the average household had
three members (2.9 members in urban and 3.2 members in other
areas).

When using the 1991 census data, it should be kept in
mind that Census has not been completely carried out in communi-
ties of Bujanovac and Presevo within the Central Serbia, as well as
on the territory of Kosovo and Metohija, due to boycott of Albanian
population’s majority to take part in the Census.

For the above mentioned regions estimates have been ob-
tained, so that 1991 census results, being reported in this Yearbook,
are in fact sum of data on Population Census and the estimated
number of Albanian population’s part, who refused to take part in the
Census.

The 2002 Census of Population, Households and Dwell-
ings was carried out on the Central Serbia and Vojvodina territory,
with one-year delay in relation to the regular ten-annual dynamics,
while in the area of Kosovo and Metohia the Census will be per-
formed when all necessary conditions shall be fulfilled.

When using census results, it should be kept in mind that
definitions of permanent, that is total population in 1991 and 2002
censuses, are not completely comparable. The 1991 Census on the
resident population, by definition, included, besides the population in
the country, the population temporarily working abroad as well as
their family members living with them abroad.

According to the international recommendations, the 2002
Census on the resident population includes, besides the population
in the country, the Yugoslav citizens whose work/stay abroad is
shorter than a year as well as foreign citizens who work/stay in our
country longer than a year.

In 1948-2002 tables with presented censuses’ results for
population, data on 1991 Census are shown in two ways. First time,
with data including Kosovo and Metohia territory according to meth-
odological solutions’ concept of that Census, and second time ex-
cept Kosovo and Metohia data, but according to the population’s
definition applied in 2002 Census.

In other tables, all 1991 Census data have been amounted
to the resident population’s concept from the 2002 Census.

1948-2002 censuses data for population by activity shown
in the table 4.9, that is, for households in the table 4.15 are shown
according to the territorial classification at the census time.
